Auditorium (742 West Garner Road) December -- January as well as grants permission for the work to
be used for publicity. An “Award Ceremony and Meet the Photographers Reception” will be held at the
Auditorium from 1 - 2 pm on Sunday, December 4, prior to the Raleigh Concert Band Performance.

Rules:

All entries must be framed and wired for hanging. NO saw tooth hangers, loops or tabletop frames. All
photographs must be a minimum of 8 by 10 inches. Entries’ maximum dimensions including frame cannot
exceed 40 inches in either dimension or weigh more than 40 pounds. Entries may not have been previously
displayed at the Garner Historic Auditorium. Any entry that does not meet the framing, size or weight
restrictions will be DISQUALIFIED. Entries deemed to be obscene or offensive also will not be accepted.

No names, addresses, business cards, etc. on the front of the entry. Names must be printed clearly on the
official entry form and attached to the back of each entry.

Limit 2 entries per person.

Ribbons will be awarded in each division and category.
