CUP-SB-07-07, Armstrong/McCullers Subdivision - George Finch/Boney &
Associates requesting conditional use subdivision approval for a mixed-use
commercial subdivision. The site is located near the intersection of US 401 and
Ten Ten Road and can be further identified as Wake County PIN(s) 0699 05
6426, 0699 16 1595 and 0699 06 0376.

2008 — 2009 Appearance Projects Budget Request:

The following Town Appearance projects were proposed for the 2008 — 2009

Budget:

1. 401 Mini Gateway Plantings ($5,000.00) - Plant a variety of evergreen,
shade and ornamental trees off the east shoulder of US 401 Highway North.
This planting would occur south of the US70/401 split and end at Mechanical
Boulevard.

2. Hwy 70 Landscaping Improvements ($34,000.00) — Remove
damaged/diseased plant material from the median along Hwy 70 from White
Oak Road to Vandora Springs interchange and install large evergreen shrub
material to provide a more manicured appearance

3. Timber Drive Plantings ($8,500.00) - NCDOT provided the Town of Garner
with some shrubs to incorporate within the Median along Timber Drive
between Mechanical Boulevard and Hwy 70 and staff wishes to complete this
median planting with a continuation of ornamental trees and shrubs using the
planting scheme that was started in the fall of 1998.

4. North and South Glenn Eagle Drive Privacy Plantings. ($7,600.00) Install
evergreen shrubs and ornamental trees at both ends of the Glenn Eagle Drive
cul-de-sacs to provide privacy for homeowners adjacent to Timber Drive.
Planting design and sizes would ensure safety and not be a safety hazard for
pedestrians using the sidewalk or vehicular traffic.
