Item 2 Conditional Use Subdivision Plan Request for Discussion:  

 CUP-SB-07-07, Armstrong/McCullers Subdivision - George 
Finch/Boney & Associates requesting conditional use subdivision 
approval for a mixed-use commercial subdivision.  The site is 
located near the intersection of US 401 and Ten Ten Road and 
can be further identified as Wake County PIN(s) 0699 05 6426, 
0699 16 1595 and 0699 06 0376.  

The Commission voted (6-
0) to continue the 
Conditional Use 
Subdivision Plan, CUP-SB-
07-07 until the March 
Commission meeting as 
requested by the applicant. 

Item 3 Conditional Use Rezoning and Conditional Use Subdivision 
Plan Request for Discussion:  

 CUD-Z-08-02 and CUP-SB-08-01, Jameson Place – Homestead 
Developer, LLC is requesting a change in zoning from the current 
designation of Residential 40 (R-40) to Residential 9 (R-9) (C-
153).  A companion conditional use subdivision request for a 
seventy (70) lot residential subdivision is accompanying this 
rezoning request.

Item 4 Conditional Use Rezoning Request for Discussion:  

 CUD-Z-08-01 - Bobby and Brenda Fowler along with Carl T. 
Williams are requesting a change in zoning from the current 
designation of 66.17 acres Residential 20 (R-20) to Community 
Retail (CR) and Office & Institutional (O&I)(C-152).  The site is 
located at New Rand Road and Benson Road and can be further 
identified as Wake County PIN 1710 8645 (portion), 1710 84 4504, 
1710 73 7782 and 1710 83 5665.  Mr. Brad Bass, Director of 
Planning presented this conditional use rezoning request.

Development Consulting Services are requesting a change in 
zoning from the current designation of Community Retail (CR) (C-
145) to Community Retail (CR) (C-154).   A companion conditional 
use site plan request for a jewelry store and banquet hall is 
accompanying this rezoning request.  The site is located at the 
intersection of Yeargan Road and US Hwy 70 West in the Fidelity 
Business Park – Lot 4 and can be further identified as Wake 
County PIN 1701 94 3741.

 UDO-08-01, Text Amendments – Text Amendments to various 
sections of the Garner Unified Development Ordinance regarding: 

1. Changes to fence regulations regarding appearance and 
maintenance requirements; 

2. Changes to permit signs with digital message boards;  
3. Changes to telecommunications regulations based on 

recent State law changes and; 
4. Changes to setback requirements; 
5. Changes to as-built drawing submittals and; 
6. Changes to allow Town owned recreation facilities in the 

conservation buffer and 100 year flood plain.
